NJHA began asthe National Junior Vegetable Growers Association, which was founded in
1935 by a group of leaders in the Natiois Vegetable Industry. These individuals had faith
in the young people and wished to insure that the industry would be provided with a
constant influx of competent and wadltrained individuals. The object of the program was

to stimulate and encourage interest and appreciation in the business of growing and
handling of vegetables by young people. They would become better qualified to take an
active part in the commercial \egetable industry and thus build the future of the business.
The initial conception was the brairchild of Grant Snyder, Howard Brown, Arthur Pratt

and Owen Trask and was fostered by The Vegetable Growers Association of America.
This program was designedo bring members of various Vocational 4H, FFA, and
Horticultur al Organizations together.

HISTORY

The first program of the Junior Association was held in Hartford, Connecticut in
1935. The program, AThe Junior Judasbaong | dent
day affair and held during the Annual Convenion of the Vegetable Growers of America
Association. The program consisting of vegetable judging, variety type identification and a
potato grading contest. The judging contest was very similar to that of today, but only
included the vegetable group. Vaety identification involved having to identify 50
specimens which consisted of 5 varieties of cucumbers, 8 different varieties of squash, 4 of
peppers and 5 cabbage, just to name a few. For the Potato Grading Contest the individual
contestant would be gien a 20Ib bag of potatoes and would grade these according to U. S.
Standards with a time factor.

Seventyfour club members from Massachusetts, New York, and Connecticut took
part in the first contest. The contest was won by Massachusetts. From the dttre
program grew to include trips to vegetable farms, warehouses and city markets and other
points of interest. The general program also included movies and lectures. Thus August
22, 1935 marked the first national convention and the first nationatontestsof what we
now know as NJHA.

From 1935 to 1939 the Junior Association operated informally under an adult
advisory committee. Starting in 1937 various 4, FFA, Extension and Industry personnel
were named as a committee to assist in the conductingtbe program for the annual
conventions. During the Chicago meeting in December 1939f@mal organization was set
up and officers were elected with Aubert Johnson of New York as President, Arthur Doust
of Ohio as Vice Presidentand Harvey Billings of Massachusetts as Secretafjreasurer.
Louis Mullen of New York and Robert Arvidson of Indiana to serve with the three officers
as members of the executive committee.

Many changes were initiated in 1940 at the convention in Philadelphia,
Pennsylvania. Thefirst was the name, officially called National Junior Vegetable Growers
Association (N.J.V.G.A.) the objectives for NJVGA were the vegetable industry with
superb leaders, good growers, sound market operators and informed consumers. The
program was to supgement the vegetable work of other youth organizations. The
convention drew 133 participants from most of the northeastern state for a three day
program.

The second change nineteen forty was the first year NJVGA held a convention
separate from that of VGA of A. The Judging, Grading, and Identification contests
continued to be sponsored by funds provided by the Vegetable Growers Association of
America. 1940 saw the inclusion of the National Demonstration Contest and the Fresh
Marketing Section of the Roduction and Marketing Contest which included a
comprehensive studycoursein marketing. The two projects were made possible through
funds provided by the Great Atlantic and Pacific Tea Company (A&P), and the Burpee
Seed Company

The Production and Marketing Scholarship Program, promoting good growing and
handling practices offered annually six to ten thousand dollars in awards and prizes from
funds provided by the A&P Food Stores. This food chain became interested in the NJVGA
program because of its piaeering efforts to streamline food distribution and it quickly
recognized that such a program among young people would do much to improve marketing



methods. This contest became a major project of the Association and included the study of
efficient production and marketing methods as applied to vegetable crops on a scale that
could be used by beginners as well as the larger commercial operations.

The National Demonstration Project stimulated careful planning, a thorough
knowledge, and the ability to explan by word and action the why and how of various
production practices, marketing methodsor how to prepare for use the many vegetable
crops. Many thousands of dollars in awards for trophies and cash prizes are provided by
the W. Atlee Burpee Seed Companygf Philadelphia, PA. for these contests.

In 1941 the convention was increased to a four day affair and one can see the rapid
devel opment of the Association. The program
and marketing the vegetables required to suply the demands of the American consumer is
one of the most important agricultural industries ofthe Nation. It involved thousands of
people, vast areas of land and millions of dollars in capital. Because of its rapid
development and expansion it is subg to rapid changes pertaining to cultural practices,
marketing methods and consumer preferences. In order to maintain the sound and stable
development it is essential that the directing and operating forces required teplacethose
which now exist, be tained in such a manner that they will not only maintain the present
high standardsbut actually develop new and more efficient practices and procedures.
Therefore, our younger boys and girls have a definite responsibilitin preparing
themselves to carryon in this business and when the time comes for them to take over from
their forbearerso.

During the period 1940 to 1953 the administration of the Association was carried on
by a committee of fiveseven adults and the Junior Executive Committee. In 1942,
however, with the increase of the projects and consequent enroliment to separate
committees were named, a Scholarship Committee, which evaluatdtetreports and named
the winners in Production and Marketing; and the Advisory Committee, which was based
on regional representation, (Northeast, South, Central, and West) with the chairman of
each of these regional groups serving as Director of the program in the respective region,
also to serve as specific member of the National Committéar NJVGA programs and
activities. In 1943 a representative of th@unior officers was also named to serve on this
National Advisory Committee.

The years 19521953 saw many changes in the life of NJVGA. First, NJVGA
embarked on a new period of its history with the approvalb t he A Point |V Juni
Programo to help farm youth abroad | earn Amer
state and local chapters of the association opened correspondence with farm youth abroad
and then sent seed, advice and helpful literature to proote overseas gardening projects.
The project was explained in a broad cast of the Voice of America during the New York
City convention. A resolution was drawn up after the pattern of UNESCO.

The year 1953 noted the establishment of the National Junior \getable Growers
Foundation and its incorporation under the Laws of the state of Delaware on January 2,
1953. The basic purpose of the foundation is to provide an opportunity for business,
industry, civic, farm and service organizations to cooperate througtheir financial support
in promoting an educational program of projects and activities for those who were
interested in the culture merchandising and utilization of horticultural crops. The
Foundation is administered by a Board of Trustees, all of whorare closely associatedith
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horticulture work through state universities,The United StatesDepartment of Agriculture,
and Agricultural businesses and other agencies.

This was the first step in the transition from a privately endowed organization to
onethat relied on a number of sources for itdinancial support. The Foundation formed
and made it possible for any person or company to make contribution which was pooled
and from the funds allotted to various activities of the association; however, donahs for
specific projects and awards were maintained.

Many pamphlets and leaflets were prepared to assist in spreading the information of
the program and projects. The Industrial Advisory Committee was set up to contact
contributors and also publiazing the program of NJVGA at various meetings and through

their company news releases. Each year some 500 letters, news releases, etc. were prepared

and mailed from Foundation Headquarters.
Publicity Director gave much of her time and effort each year to the organization.

Over the next few years the Production and Marketing Contest proved to be thaost
popular. Other projects were addedto the P & M Contest for a while including variety
trials, a soils contest, and other variations of projects.

In 1955 the Canning CropsSectionof the Production and Marketing and Marketing
Contest began, which was sponsored by the National Canners Asstica. The NCA
provided much in the way of contributions and publicity of their support of the Canning
Project. NCA also funded the making of several movies promoting NJVGA the most
popular A T hSeoryof John Portero.

In 1958 the Judging Grading, and Idatification Contest branched out with a 4H
and FFA divisions in addition to the open division.

The Silver Anniversary for the National Junior Vegetable Growers Association was
held in Washington D. C. in 1959. NJVGA received recognition and salutationdm many
individuals including President Eisenhower and organizations such as the American Farm
Bureau Federation, National Grange and the Department of Agriculture.

In 1964 the name of the Association was changed to the National Junior
Horticultur al Assocation (NJHA), so that its program would also include plants and
flowers, fruits and nuts, ornamentals, and turf in addition to vegetables. The revision to
include all Horticultural Crops, broadened the scope of the organization and enabled a
much wider range of youth to become involved and interested in the activities and projects
of the now NJHA. At this time the administration had its name changed also to the
National Junior Horticultur al Foundation Inc.

Changes continued quickly. The Achievement andeadership Project started in
1965. Its purpose is to recognize achievement and leadership in NJHA and related
activities based on individual, local, county, state and national activities.

The Experimental Horticulture Project began in 1966. This projectwas set up for
those interested in experimenting with horticulture plants to find solutions to problems
dealing with production, marketing and use. First a specific problem to investigate is
selected, references reviewed, then a careful plan and organima of materials and this
method to be implemented is developed. An important aspect of the project is to keep very
detailed records and in writing the final report is to clearly outline all the information
obtained and also include the results. Therare two main sections in this project; the first
group is projects dealing with cultural field trials such as row spacing, varietyrials

11
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fertilizer trials, mulch cultivation, irrigation, etc. The second group of projects isthose
dealing with laboratory or greenhouse studies, such as the use of growth regulators, plant
breeding, hydroponics, the effect of light and other environmental factors on plant growth
and vegetative reproduction.

In 1970 the Honors division of the Judging Identification and Infomation Contest
was added. Also in 270, a sixth project was included dealing with Environmental
Beautification. This project is a testimony to anational commitment by American Youth
to better their natural environment. Project categories included, plating ornamental
trees, controlling erosion, and rehabilitating recreational areas, improving roadsides and
beautifying fAfeyesores. o The project is to c¢ch
goals which will ensure optimum utilization of horticultura | materials for better living, to
identify what needs to be done to improve our natural environment; and to develop a
philosophy of living in harmony with our land and resources.

In 1971, Grant Snyder retired; this was one of the biggest challenges for NaH
because the professor had been the prime motivator tie association. He and his wife,
Ruth, had been very active in leadingrganization. With his retirement the responsibility
of the administration was handed over to a Board of Trustees and a trarign period
began. The next 10 years saw the addition of several new projects which continued to
broaden the activities a each convention. Th
Contest in 1972 was one of these events. This project provides oppnity for individuals
to give a speech-80 minutes expressing horticultural related knowledge and
communication skills. Another speaking contest initiated was the Extemporaneous
Speaking Contest. The purpose of this contest is to increase and imprdiie speaking
ability as well as the horticultural information as well as information about NJHA. The
participant selects one of three topics to speak on and is given one minute to prepare. The
speeches are from-% minutes in length, and are judgd on uniqueness, knowledge, subject
matter and manner or presentation.

Dr. Lee Taylor served as Chairman of the Board of Trustees until 1974. Under his
leadership the Young America Horticulture Contests were begun. The Contest is divided
into 4 sections for yaith 8 and younger to 14 who can participate in the horticulture
activities Gardening, Plant Propagation, Environmental Beautification and Experimental
Horticulture. These were modeled after the general projects but tailored for the age group.
Theprojects i n the AYoung Americad section are an

In 1974-1980, Wib Justi, served as Executive Secretary. During this period the
Scottish Gardening Project was developed. This scholarshipp is awarded by the NJHA
in cooperation with Longwood Gardens Inc., and the Scottish American Heritage Inc. The
individual chosen from the applications will study and work at the Threave School of
Practical Gardening in Threave, Scotland. Students will receive 10 hours of instruction a
day, work in the gardens and tour horticultural sites in the one year program.

The latest project added to the NJHA program is the photography contest. It
encourages participants to develop photographic skills with regard to horticultural
displays, advertisingand other forms of marketing. There are categories in both black and
white and color entries and are judged on technical quality, composition and subject
matter.

Our current Executive Secretary, Clare Harnden, and Chairman of the Foundation,
Jack, Leavercan be proud of the organization that their home state is hosting this year.
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They both and the present officer teams have worked very hard in the planning dn
background work that goes intomake a convention successful. Each year the Annual
Conventionisthehi ghl i ght of the NJHer s year. 't gi\
compete in projects and activities and be recognized for those accomplishments, to make
friends and meet those who will influence theifuture, to learn about horticulture thru
workshops, lectures and tours.

Currently NJHA is increasing its publicity, seeking new donors and investigating
new projects. NJHA is continuing its longtime practice of educating youth in horticulture,
helping prepared them for careers, making them bieer informed consumers, and assisting
them to realize their talents and abilities. Has NJHA lived up to its expectatiofsMaybe
the best person to ask is its founder Professor Snyder. According to him NJHA has become
much more than he could ever imagia 50 years ago.

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A PERSONAL LOOK AT GRANT SNYDER

Grant Snyder has been associated with the NJHA since 1935 whiea organized and
conducted the first Judging Contest as part of the program of the Vegetable Growers
Association of America. His was the responsibility to conduct thedministrative work of
the Association and Foundation during the early years, however he the first to specify
that the development of NJGVA/NJHA to its present place as a recognized and respected
youth organization is only possible because of the interest, help and hard work of many,
many people.

NJVGA/NJHA offered to Professor Snyder thatextra something that spices life and
gives a feeling of accomplishment and satisfaction. The long hours of hard work, the
worries, the problems, the responsibility to obtain financial support have been more than
counter-balanced by watching the developnm and achievements of members and by the
opportunity to work with so many, wonderful men and women in all sections of the nation.

Grant Snyder was born andraised on a vegetable farm in Kitchener, Ontario,
Canadawhere he was first introduced into the mag complex problems involved in
growing and marketing. As a youngster he was inquisitive and studious. He wanted to
know why i and 1 what made plants grow and what factors were involved in determining
guality vegetables.

After high school he entered the @tario Agricultural College, at that time a unit of
Toronto University from which he received his
was awarded at Michigan StatdJniversity in 1931. In 1922 he was appointed instructor in
Olericulture at the MassaclusettsAgricultural College. He became professor in 1935 and
head of the Olericulture Section. He was named head of the Department of Horticulture in
1961.

Hi s desire for research and experimentatio
into turmoil by some of his more spectacular projects.

Professor Snyder was onef the first scientists to conduct research on icing sweet
corn and in prepackaging vegetables. He was a pioneer in the early thirties in organizing
and conducting schools for retailersn the proper handling and merchandizing of produce.
His research on the effect of hail damage to crop plants by the use of a hall machine has
been widely used in the more effect adjustment of losses caused by hail.

He was part of the small team that orgaized the Massachusetts Federation of
Vegetable growers, the Connecticut Valley Produce Growers and the Agricultural
Committee of the Pioneer Valley Association. Numerous other local and state
organizations have had his help with production and marketing ppblems of vegetable
crops. Over the years he has published many bulletins and features in trade journals.

Professor Snyder is probably best known for his work with the National Junior
Vegetable Growers Association. During these years many thousands oimg people from
all sections of the nation have participated in the educational prectssponsored by the
Association. A very high percentage of these youth have now attained prominence as
leaders in the horticultural field, in government, industry, resarch, teaching and extension
work. For his outstanding work with the young people and his leadership in horticulture
programs he was the first recipient of the Kelsey Award from the Vegetable Growers
Association of America. He is an honorary FFA State Faner, and has received numerous
awards from local and national organizations, including he National Canners Association
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and the USDA. He is Ilisted in Whob6s Who in
Market Gardeners Association, the Vegetable Grower Association of America, the
American Society of Horticultural Science, the Photographic Society of America and Phi
Fau Sigma. He is a member of the North Amherst Congregational Church.
Professor Snyder finds time for his hobbies among which is refinishg antique
furniture and in taking care of his colonial home in Amherst and farm in the hills of
Vermont.
He and Mrs. Snyder, the former Ruth Putnam of a very famous Colonial New
England family, have three children, Dr. Richard GeraldSnyder, David Grant Shyder and
Catherine Louise Parker.

In 1997, Mona Ray was appointed as Historian and in 1999, Joe Maxson retired as
Executive Secretary and Carole S. Carney became Executive Secretary. William Fountain
retired. Amy Greenamyer was appointed to serve adwards Chair in 1999. Paul
Hartman retired from Young American Garden Contest. 1999 was the last year for Cindy
Waldman to serve as advisor. Connie F. Bruner served as co advisor with Cindpd was
appointed asAdvisor in 2001 with Annette Meyer servirg as CeAdvisor.

The year 2000 was a great advancement for NJHA. Our web site wdsvelopedin
North Carolina with a grant from Land O Lakes. A new copy machine was purchased and
the Going and Growing Newsletters were maileavith bulk rates.

Cassius and Pauline Armstrong started their involvement with NJHA around 1950
when it was NJVGA. Cassius, who was better known as C. A. was the vocational
agriculture teacher at Springfield (llinois) High School and was encouraged to have hisg
students and FFA members patrticipate in NJVGA contests. Early help in getting them
involved came from William Laechelt, an NJVGA advisor from northern lllinois. In later
years, Dr. Norman Oebker, first 1948 NJVGA Preident, then Vegetable Crops Extension
Specialist at the University of lllinois supported the Armstrong involvement vhich Pauline
continued for nearly 45 years.

Cassius,withBac hed md 68Mast er 6s degr ellbnsis,fnd o m
Pauline, withat eacher 6s certificate from Easter
for demonstrations and judgingcontestantsfrom central lllinois, then accompanied then
to conventions throughout the United States. LaterCassius extended his enthusiasm for
horticulture to retirees by starting garden plots in their retirement village. The Armstrong
Gardens still exist over twenty years later and have been featured in several newspaper
articles.

The Armstrong children, Jill and Jack, were involved in the comests over a several
year period, each winning the National Production andVarketing Contest in different
years. Jack served as NJVGA President in 1956 and the entire family was engaged in
bringing the national convention to Springfield in 1957. Jack cuently serves as a member
of NJHF Board of Trustees.

Even after Cassius passed away 1986 Pauline continued to attend conventions
until her death in 1995. No one was more interested in the NJHA contests and activities
than Pauline. She especially eny®d attending the demonstration presentations and
occasionally served as a judge. She would talk with participants throughout the
convention, encouraging them to fAimake the
apply what they learned to other aspcts of their lives.

The Achievement and Leadership Award was established in 1988 by the family and
friends of Cassius and Pauline to recognize NJHA members who have excelled in activities
and leadership connected with NJHA andther organizations. In turn, this recognition
honors the long standing contribution to NJVGA/NJHA by Cassius and Pauline. Up to
